The patient presents with earache, fever, coughing up green phlegm and cough for the past few days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with history of cough, sore throat, sinus pain, fever and ear pain for the past three days, history of pneumonia over a month ago with outpatient treatment.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, GERD, deep vein thrombosis, opioid dependence, depression with anxiety, and arthritis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy and appendectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See list on chart.

ALLERGIES: NEOMYCIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history of hypertension, pneumonia 02/22, hyperlipidemia, arthritis, GERD, and depression.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema. Pupils are equal and reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Funduscopy benign. Neck: 1+ lymphadenopathy. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Mood and affect within normal limits.

The patient had flu and strep test which were all negative. The patient was given injection for Rocephin and dexamethasone with a prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol.

DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis, upper respiratory infection as well as prior diagnoses.

PLAN: The patient is to follow up as needed in regular office visits.
