SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sharon was in a pleasant mood and brighter affect. She described that she is feeling very good. Her depression is no more there. She is focused and attentive. She also reported that she fell in November 2021 and got some facial injury and also injury in the arm. She was taking pain medication, but doctor has prescribed physical therapy. With that, she is feeling really good. Her left leg also has been improved and recovered completely from left knee replacement. She described her life has now come into the order. She was alert, oriented, coherent and logical. No suicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucinations or delusions. She has been compliant with the medications and has been following outpatient treatment on a regular basis.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder with attention deficit disorder, symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue Vyvanse 60 mg daily and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily, 30-day supply was ordered. The patient has been taking some pain medications for her left knee replacement and also for injury in her arm, having no problems in compliance. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
