The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David described that he has been doing fairly well, very happy, and pleasant. Described that he is taking care of his property, having good communication with his parent and he feels happy. He is going every two weeks to get a Prolixin Decanoate injection from the Comprehensive Counseling. Also, complaint with Lamictal 50 mg in the morning and at bedtime and Zyprexa 20 mg at bedtime. He denies any side effects. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. Denies any anxiety. I appreciate his improvement and performance and adherence with the medications to which he agreed. He was alert and oriented. Mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No involuntary tremors. Denies any restlessness, tremors or any symptoms of dyskinesia. Judgment and insight is improving.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic, paranoid, symptomatically stable, improved performance, but he is still staying to himself and more connected with the family than outside work, but has been adherent with the medication.
PLAN: A followup appointment was given in 30 days and I have sent the prescription for Lamictal 50 mg b.i.d. and Zyprexa 20 mg at bedtime for 30 days.
