Mr. Milburn was recently admitted to Landings as a new patient. He does not have complete insight of why he is here or into his past history. He does have a psychiatric history and has significant dementia. However, he was well oriented today. He himself did not think he needs to be here, but he has a guardian. He has gotten into some trouble and has had agitation in the past. He has history of renal insufficiency so we need to check labs to assess renal function. He does not have much insight into that. He has gastroesophageal reflux disease, but that is not bothering him. He is physically healthy on examination. He does use MiraLax for constipation and Nexium for gastroesophageal reflux disease.

His biggest problem is the dementia with agitation and he is on Seroquel.

PAST HISTORY: Positive for dementia, psychosis, chronic kidney disease, gastroesophageal reflux disease, and anemia.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father is deceased. He does not know much what happened to him. His mother died in an explosion at nursing home namely Clara Barton because of boiler explosion.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He could not give much information as to whether he was or whether he has smoking or alcohol excess.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional: No fever or chills. Eye: No complaints. ENT: No complaints. Respiratory: No dyspnea or cough. Cardiovascular: No chest pain or palpitations. GI: No abdominal pain, vomiting, or bleeding. GU: No dysuria or hematuria. Musculosketal: He denies arthralgias. Skin: Denies rash or itch. Heme: Denies bruising or bleeding. CNS: Denies headaches, fainting, or seizures. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/74, pulse 74, respiratory rate 16. Head & Neck: Pupils equal and reactive to light. Eyelids and conjunctivae normal. Extraocular movements intact. Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal on inspection. Neck: Supple. No mass. No nodes. No thyromegaly. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. No significant edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. CNS: Cranial nerves normal. Sensation intact. Gait was steady and stable.  Mental Status: Orientation to time he scored 5/5 and orientation to place he scored 5/5.
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Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Milburn has some degree of dementia, but he is oriented and physically relatively stable. He has limited insight into his problems and had limited data at the present time and hope to obtain more information from his history. He has history of psychosis and comes with Seroquel 25 mg daily. He has gastroesophageal reflux disease and I will continue Nexium 40 mg daily.

2. For his constipation, I will continue MiraLax 17 g daily. He remains on vitamin D deficiency. For anxiety, he is on lorazepam 1 mg as needed daily. He is on ramelteon 8 mg nighty for sleep.

3. I will check labs, electrolytes, BUN, and creatinine. I will follow him at Landings.
