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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was on May 14, 2019.  The patient was at Camp Pendleton California.  The patient was in a training exercise.  The patient was having training exercise with metal beam.  The metal beam hit the left side of his head.  It was a hard object.  He hit his left side of the head very hard.  He instantly fell to the ground.  He instantly had daze feeling.  He tells me that he did not lose consciousness, but he was confused and disoriented. As a matter of fact, he does not remember anything for rest of the day.  He has amnesia.  He was told that he was brought to the emergency room in the hospital.  The patient got head CT scan.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient since then had significant headaches.  The patient does not remember the accident or the incident at all.

Since the incident, the patient has severe headaches.  The patient has migraines almost everyday.  The patient would have four to five times a week of migraine headaches.  His memory is poor.  He is not able to remember as good as previously.  The patient also has trouble sleeping since the patient has significant insomnia symptoms.

The patient tells me that he is currently not working.  He has no job right now.  He is looking for job.
The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting him everyday life.  The patient has significant struggled sleep at night.  The patient tells me that his headache is affecting him almost every day.  He is afraid to go to loud and crowded places.  The patient tells me that these places would affect his headaches.  His memory is also affecting him every day on a routine basis.
MoCA examination is 26/30.  The patient missed 3 on a delay recall.  The patient has missed one on the orientation.  The patient missed city.  He thinks this is San Francisco.  This is actually Pleasanton, California.
