6. Mitral sclerosis without severe gradient.

7. Mild mitral regurgitation.

8. Aortic sclerosis with mild stenosis showing peak velocity of 2.2 m/sec, peak gradient 20 mmHg, main gradient 12 mmHg.

9. Calculated aortic valve area 1.2 cm2.

10. Mild tricuspid regurgitation.

11. Pulmonary hypertension.

12. TR velocity is 3.2 m/sec and RVSP is 51 mmHg.

13. Trace pulmonary incompetence.

14. Diastolic dysfunction.

15. No effusions or masses.

16. No obvious ASD, VSD or PFO.
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
