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Final Interpretation:

1. Mild left ventricular dilatation.

2. Minimal left ventricular systolic dysfunction with ejection fraction 55 to 60%.

3. Chronic atrial fibrillation. So, diastolic function cannot be evaluated.

4. Minimal left ventricular hypertrophy.

5. Moderate to severe left atrial enlargement.

6. Moderately dilated ascending aorta at 4.9 cm.

7. Moderate pulmonary hypertension. PA mean pressure 33 mmHg.

8. Mild aortic stenosis. Aortic valve area 1.8 cm². Mean gradient across the aortic valve is 10 mmHg. V1 VTI ratio over V2 VTI is 0.5 suggesting no significant aortic stenosis.

9. Moderate degree of mitral regurgitation.

10. Mild aortic regurgitation.
11. Mild aortic stenosis. Aortic valve area 1.8 cm². Mean gradient across the aortic valve is 10 mmHg.

12. Moderate tricuspid regurgitation.

13. Mild pulmonic regurgitation.

14. Pulmonary artery pressure 61/19 mmHg with mean 33 mmHg suggests moderate degree of pulmonary hypertension.
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
