SUBJECTIVE: The patient had moved to Boerne, Texas and she returned to Odessa now after one and half year. Her hemoglobin A1c was 12.6 in January 2022. She was started on glimepiride, Ozempic, Farxiga, and metformin. The patient’s blood sugars are now 80 to 90, but sometimes they go lower.

PLAN: Glimepiride will be decreased to glimepiride 2 mg, one tablet in the morning if blood sugar over 100. Screening mammogram is ordered. The patient will continue current medications.
