This is a consultation on Connie Sanders.

This is an 87-year-old female who smoked half pack a day for 10 years, she quit in about 20 years ago. Alcohol moderately in the past, but she quit about 20 years ago. 

Symptoms she came here with history of weakness, shortness of breath more so on exertion and also recently discovered mass in the lung.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: According to the patient, she had a lung mass for last five years. However, recently, when she was seen at Presbyterian Hospital and subsequently at Baylor Medical Centre, she was found to have mass about 3.2 cm in the left upper lobe and some left pleural effusion. At that time, she was advised biopsy, but she declined. During that evaluation, she was also found to have hemoglobin of 7.5 and hematocrit was 28.4, so she was given one unit of Paxil. She is now here for further advice.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has a history of hiatal hernia for many years, she also has hemorrhoids, however she does not think she is bleeding, she had two units of blood in October because of this anemia, which was at Baylor Scott & White in October and the one unit was just recently. Her past medical history include history of hypertension, history of coronary artery disease, she has a pacemaker also has a stent. She also has hyperlipidemia because of the stent she is on Xarelto. She is on metoprolol 50 mg, Lasix 20 mg, Lanoxin 0.15 mg, and aspirin 81 mg besides other medications.
ALLERGIES: She is allergic to MORPHINE, PENICILLIN, LEVAQUIN, ALDOMET, and DEMEROL.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: This is an 87-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 2 inches tall, weighing 138 pounds, and blood pressure 133/79.

Eyes/ENT: Showed pallor.
Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Diminished air entry on the left base.
Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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Labs: CT scan of the chest did show a 3.4 cm lesion in the left upper lobe as well as a moderate to large hiatal hernia. Her lab results as noted earlier showed hemoglobin of 7.5, hematocrit 28.4, MCV 67, RDW 24, and her platelets were 200,000.

Her glucose was 161, creatinine was 0.91, and serum iron is not available.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Iron deficiency anemia most likely from GI bleed from chronic blood loss from large hiatal hernia possible hemorrhoids.
2. Lung mass of undetermined etiology will try to get the CT scan from Presbyterian Hospital and also evaluation and chest x-ray from five years ago from an urgent care center in Gainesville and further decide to evaluate further or not.
