HPI: A 99-year-old lying comfortably in bed. She did awaken when I was examining her and I reassured her that I was not going to get her out of bed. The patient wants to be in bed and whenever she is gotten out for meals or just to sit in her wheelchair for a little bit in the day room, she becomes quite tearful and anxious. She was cooperative after reassurance.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified advanced dementia, chronic pain, hypothyroid and osteoporosis, pseudobulbar affect.
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 1000 mg b.i.d., Nuedexta b.i.d. MiraLAX q.d., Seroquel 25 mg b.i.d., trazodone 100 mg h.s., and quinidine 30 mg/mL 2 mL b.i.d. and protein supplement b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/58, pulse 72, temperature 98.7, respirations 18, and O2 sat 96%.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

ABDOMEN: Hypoactive bowel sounds. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She can move her arms and legs in bed, but is a full-transfer assist and transported in a Broda chair.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

NEURO: Orientation x1. She makes eye contact. She will moan or cry or groan. She cannot speak, does so infrequently just a few words at a time that are out of context.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Quarterly note. The patient appears stable, pain is managed, she appeared calmer and staff have not reported any issues behaviorally or otherwise. She is followed by Encompass Hospice who are good about calling if there is an issue.
