CC: An 83-year-old with dementia seen in room seated on the couch.
HPI: She had her dog with her, husband was not present and he generally does the speaking for her. The patient was in good spirits, laughed, was cooperative. Unfortunately, she is not able to give information. She had a fall in her room, could not tell me what she was doing at the time. She complained of left leg pain, so, x-rays were done 04/04/2022 on the left tibia and fibula. No fracture or dislocation or other markings that would be consistent with fracture. She denied pain, continues to go to the dining room in a wheelchair that her husband transports and generally stays seated in one place when in room.
DIAGNOSES: Dementia with progression, gait instability, hypothyroid, HTN, anxiety disorder, DM II, CKD stage IIIB and OAB.
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol ER 650 mg h.s., Celebrex 200 mg q.d., MVI q.d., Voltaren gel b.i.d., HCTZ 25 mg q.d., Atrovent nasal sprays q.d., losartan 50 mg q.d., Seroquel 25 mg h..s., Zoloft 25 mg q.d., Trulicity 1.5 mg q. Tuesday, and Lantus 24 units q.d.
ALLERGIES: STRAWBERRY EXTRACT.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was pleasant, in good spirits, seated on couch.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/65, pulse 68, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, and weight 162 pounds.
HEENT: She has a bruise on her left cheek. No tenderness to palpation. Edema absent. No other face or neck changes.
RESPIRATORY: Cooperates with deep inspiration. Lung fields are clear. Symmetric excursion. Normal rate and effort. No cough.
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CARDIAC: She has an irregular rhythm without MRG.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. She does say a few words, but they are random and out of context. Orientation x 1-2.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Fall followup. Mild bruising, unclear how it happened. We will address that with husband later, but x-rays taken indicate no left tib-fib fractures or dislocation and she did not appear in pain today.
2. DM II. She is due for A1c, ordered.

3. General care. CMP and CBC also added.
