CC: Fall followup.
HPI: An 82-year-old who had a fall in her bathroom this morning. She had been taken and placed on the toilet by staff who left her unattended and she got up to try to walk away resulting in fall. She is seen sitting at the dining room counter. She is feeding herself, made eye contact, was cooperative to letting me examine her. Staff report cognitively she is at her baseline and again this is her second fall in three days.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/71, pulse 78, temperate 97.2, respiratory 17, and O2 saturation 94%.
HEENT: She has midline top of her forehead a vertical cut that has no active bleeding, is nontender, mild edema around it and then there is a swollen area above her left eyebrow with discolored aging bruise from her fall three days ago. She denied pain to palpation.
NEURO: Orientation x1. She made more eye contact and attempted to speak than generally she does.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Fall followup. Again, injuries though minor whether a chair alarm can be used is unclear, but certainly staff need to be educated on not leaving her unattended. No evidence of pain.
