CC: Quarterly note.
HPI: A 96-year-old sitting up in her chair watching television as per usual, smiled when we entered and she was cooperative to exam. The patient is very hard of hearing. So, communication is difficult. When she understands or at least hears what she thinks question is, she does attempt to give an answer, but does have short-term memory deficits. This quarter, she has had no falls or acute medical events. Daughter/POA Robby visits frequently and involved in her mother’s care. The patient comes out for meals. She is in a wheelchair that she has difficulty propelling, so is transported. She has fairly good PO intake. She is reported to sleep through the night and denies pain.
DIAGNOSES: MCI, HTN, OA, CHF, GERD, and history of requiring esophageal dilation most recently on 12/20/21.
MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 5 mg q.d., Coreg 3.125 mg b.i.d., MVI q.d., Lasix 20 mg q.d., lisinopril 20 mg q.d., MiraLAX q.d., PreserVision b.i.d., Os-Cal b.i.d. and Prilosec b.i.d.
DIET: Mechanical soft with food cut bite-size pieces.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/70, pulse 67, temperature 97, respirations 18, and O2 sat 95%.
NEUROLOGIC: Very HOH. Makes eye contact. She is slow speaking and will let you know if she does not understand the question. Answers are brief due to memory deficits.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses. No LEE.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. HTN. The patient is on three medications; two of them at low dose and one of them a diuretic. We will hold Norvasc for the next two weeks, have BP check daily and we will review in two weeks to see if we can discontinue this medication.
2. Annual labs. CBC and CMP ordered.
