CC: 60-day note.
HPI: A 68-year-old lying in bed, which is where he is generally found. He was awake and cooperative, able to answer questions. He is soft-spoken and only says what is necessary. He has multiple medical issues. He has a Foley in place secondary to neurogenic bladder and a check of his bag reveals very concentrated urine. The patient has had no falls and no acute medical events. Last labs were 12/2021 and reviewed with the patient. Abnormalities addressed with patient at that time.

DIAGNOSES: HTN, HLD, vascular dementia secondary to CVA, suprapubic catheter secondary to neurogenic bladder, bowel incontinence, depression, seizure disorder and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 40 mg q.d., Plavix q.d., docusate b.i.d, Aricept 10 mg h.s., Lexapro 10 mg q.d., Pepcid 20 mg q.d., Lamictal 50 mg b.i.d., Keppra 500 mg b.i.d., lisinopril 10 mg b.i.d., Systane OU q.d., Namenda 10 mg q.d., MVI q.d., Zyprexa 5 mg q.d., oxybutynin 10 mg q.d., Rexulti 2 mg q.d., Trintellix 10 mg q.d., Sanctura XR 60 mg q.d., and MiraLax q.d.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, PCN, and EES.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.
POA: His daughter Christi Yeager.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, in bed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 148/72, pulse 68, temperature 98, and respirations 20.
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CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

GU: Suprapubic cath stoma is clean and secure, tubing without significant sediment and urine dark gold.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 2. He makes eye contact. He is soft-spoken and only states one or two words to questions asked. Memory deficits noted.

PSYCHIATRIC: He has bland affect. Makes eye contact. Voices his needs generally through family members, but is cooperative without behavioral issues. He does come out for some meals and occasional activity, but most of time spent in bed.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Neurogenic bladder with Foley, needs to increase his fluid intake. This is an issue every time he is seen. Fortunately, no UTIs.

2. Depression. Continue on current medications. Time in bed may be depression related. We will talk to him about whether he thinks medication needs to be increased or if he would benefit from medication increase.
