CC: Followup on holding Seroquel.

HPI: An 81-year-old with unspecified dementia and a history of BPSD. She had had progression of dementia than increasing sleep and has started to cut back on BPSD medications starting with a.m. Seroquel she was receiving. She has been off of one week and has actually gotten up and gone to lunch and today she also came out for dinner and was having her hair done when I saw her. Staff report that there is increments of her being more awake on the unit without behavioral issues. The patient states she felt okay. She has the routine on knee pain, but no other complaints.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia, COPD, HTN, HLD, and OA both knees.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/16/22.
ALLERGIES: PCN and SULFA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, no distress, in good spirits.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/60, pulse 62, temperature 96.8, respirations 18, and weight 234 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulating with the use of her walker. No LEE.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x2. Speech is clear and coherent. She had a sense of humor and stated that she felt better.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Dementia with BPSD. She has done well with decrease of Seroquel. So we will discontinue the evening dose as well.
2. Medication review. We will decrease KCl to 10 mEq q.d. as her last K was 4.8 and she is on Dyazide which is in part a potassium sparing diuretic.
3. Social. Speak with her granddaughter regarding the above.
