HPI: An 87-year-old who sleeps on a couch and was trying to get out of it on her own, fell, hit the floor, sustained a laceration above her left eye, was sent to NRH where she received sutures. The patient is seen today in the dining room. She is aware of the sutures. Denies any pain. I told her that it was very good sewing job and that it would not leave a scar. An F2F has been done for a hospital bed. The supply chain lacking is affecting DME across the board, so it is unclear when that would be available.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced dementia with recent staging, incontinent of B&B, CAD, HTN, HLD, CKD, and OA.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, sitting up in the dining room, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/78, pulse 78, temperature 97.6, respirations 16, and O2 sat 99%.

HEENT: She has a slightly curved horizontal laceration with sutures in place, healing well. No redness, warmth or tenderness. Conjunctivae clear.

NEURO: Orientation x1-2. Speech is clear. Short-term memory deficits and short attention span.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Above left eye laceration due to fall, is healing well and sutures are actually dissolving and will not have to be removed.
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
