HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of AV node reentry tachycardia underwent ablation. Recently the patient is complaining of episodes of palpitation that happen at least once or twice a week. It happens at rest as well as with activity. Denied syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/80 mmHg, pulse 84, respirations 16, and weight is 255 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Supraventricular tachycardia status post ablation.
RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient still has palpitation. It is not very clear whether it is supraventricular tachycardia or some other arrhythmia. The patient’s electrocardiogram today showed sinus rhythm at a rate of 86 bpm. I will schedule the patient for a seven-day heart monitor to evaluate palpitation.
