CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She is on metformin 1000 mg b.i.d., Jardiance 25 mg daily, glipizide 10 mg daily, amlodipine 2.5 mg daily, and atorvastatin 40 mg daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: She is 5’6” tall, weighing 137 pounds, and blood pressure 130/66.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.
