Mr. Carnley is a 61-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in his 40s. He also has hypertension, hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease status post triple bypass surgery in May 2021, macular degeneration, stroke and glaucoma. For his diabetes, his latest hemoglobin A1c is 13.4%. The patient is currently on Jardiance 10 mg once daily, Soliqua 32 units once daily and metformin 500 mg two tablets twice daily. For breakfast, he usually eats eggs and bacon. Lunch is usually a ham sandwich. Dinner is a hotdog, big beans or fish with vegetables. He snacks on popcorn. The patient states that he had cardiac therapy and also does weight training with weights on the bench at times. The patient states that he had an eye exam about two weeks ago to look at his retina.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 13.4%. At this point, my recommendation is to switch him to Synjardy XR 12.5/1000 mg twice a day and increase his Soliqua to 40 units once daily and recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, he is on atorvastatin 40 mg daily.

4. For his GERD, he is on pantoprazole 40 mg daily.
