CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after left knee x-ray.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came with her relative who did interpretation in Albanian language and the patient was informed about the x-ray of the left knee. All questions are answered to her satisfaction. She verbalized full understanding. The patient stated that the pain in the left knee is more than 7 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting. There is no radiation of pain to the ankle. Still, she has ankle swelling.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, weight gain, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, open wounds, or skin rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, but there is trace pedal edema more on the left than right side.
Left knee examination reveals tenderness of the knee joint and pain level is 8 today.
