CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sore throat and generalized weakness.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed sore throat for the past four to five days and it was progressively getting worse. The patient did not have any swallowing difficulty. The patient has no significant such episode in the past.
Due to worsening of the condition, the patient decided to go to urgent care facility and had basic workup done. Now, the patient also complained of generalized weakness and lot of exercises.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed in detail.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is divorced. Four cigarettes per day and alcohol.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any pedal edema or calf tenderness.
