PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left foot surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Simvastatin and tramadol, but not on regular basis, levothyroxine, and clonazepam.
ALLERGIES: ADVIL LIQUI-GELS.
IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID immunization up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He is a mechanic.
FAMILY HISTORY: No change from previous notes.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 151 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 68. Blood pressure 134/78.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Abdominal exam reveals no tenderness. No swelling. No masses.
SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGIC: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Epigastric pain.

2. Status post cholecystectomy.

3. He feels like his pain is coming from acid.

4. Protonix 40 mg.

5. Tramadol 50 mg #15 given.
6. NO MORE TRAMADOL WILL BE GIVEN AFTER THIS VISIT, he should be over his pain.

7. No nausea or vomiting.

8. No diarrhea.

9. Ultrasound of the abdomen is totally negative.

10. Placed the patient on a bland diet.

11. Recheck in two weeks.
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
