CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is seen in followup.

HPI: The patient is a 71-year-old male with history of prostate cancer followed by EpicCare. He is noted to have history of hypertension, hypercholesterolemia and borderline diabetes. He is seen here for initial evaluation. The patient currently reports that he is doing well. He underwent COVID vaccination without complication in approximately November 2021. He had previously noted symptoms of colitis and diarrhea, these are now resolved.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:
1. Prostate cancer.

2. Hypertension.

3. Borderline diabetes.

4. Colitis.

5. Trivial tricuspid regurgitation.

6. Trivial mitral regurgitation.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. He is status post prostate biopsy.

2. Status post colonoscopy.

3. Right knee surgery.

4. Status post radiation therapy.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS:
1. Amlodipine 10 mg one daily.

2. Atorvastatin 20 mg h.s.
3. Losartan/hydrochlorothiazide 100/12.5 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes approximately a pack per day cigarette smoking; otherwise, unremarkable.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Within normal limits.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Reviewed, noted to be stable.

Exam otherwise unremarkable.

Echocardiogram dated 03/02/2021, technically good study. Left ventricular ejection fraction 74%. No wall motion abnormalities. Trace mitral regurgitation. Trace tricuspid regurgitation. Trace pulmonic regurgitation.

LAB WORK: Dated 01/27/2022, sodium 139, potassium 4.3, chloride 104, bicarb 28, BUN 12, creatinine 1.02, alkaline phosphatase 84, AST 17, and ALT 19. CBC – white blood cell count 4.9, hemoglobin 14.2, and platelets 210,000. PSA 0.09.

IMPRESSION: A 71-year-old male with history of prostate CA, hypertension, prediabetes, and hypercholesterolemia, noted to be currently stable. He has had symptoms of colitis in the past, these have resolved. Echocardiogram reveals insignificant valvular lesions only. The patient is currently stable. I will see him in four to six months. He can repeat lab work prior to next visit; at that time, repeat cholesterol, CPK and TSH.
