Mrs. Hetchler was seen regarding followup of dementia and hypertension.

History: Mrs. Hetchler was doing reasonably well when seen. She sometimes acts up and gets anxious. She herself denied any pain. The staff is concerned with behavioral issues. I spoke with them and she is known to have hallucinations. However she was not distressed by them. She does have a diagnosis of dementia with psychosis. She is on Zoloft for depression and BuSpar for anxiety and Xanax for anxiety. She also is on Wellbutrin. Her hypertension is relatively stable and she denies any headache or chest pain. She has gastroesophageal reflux disease, but appears controlled with Carafate and omeprazole.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for any eye or ENT complaints. No fever or chills. No chest pain, dyspnea, nausea, abdominal pain or dysuria.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 140/70, pulse 76, respiratory rate 16. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal. Lungs were clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves grossly normal. Sensation intact.

Assessment/plan:

1. Ms. Hetchler has hypertension, currently stable with lisinopril 20 mg daily.

2. She has dementia with behaviors and anxiety. We had recently started her on Xanax 0.5 mg b.i.d as needed. I discussed with the staff at this point it does not seem that a neuroleptic is warranted for now. She continues on tramadol as needed for pain.

3. She has had no recent seizures. 

4. I will continue the current overall plan.
