Mr. Erickson was seen regarding hypertension, atrial fibrillation, osteoarthritis, and dementia.

History: Mr. Erickson feels relatively well. He gave me no new specific symptoms. He has hypertension that is relatively well controlled right now on his current regimen. He has no headache or cardiac symptoms. There is no dizziness. Blood pressure was slightly on the low side today. His depression is active depression and that seems to be doing okay. He is continued on venlafaxine 75 mg daily. This is a hospice care. For pain, we are using morphine 20 mg/mL 0.25 mL every six hours p.r.n. This seems to be controlling it. He was given lorazepam 0.5 mg every four hours p.r.n. He still has Tylenol available for lesser pain. His atrial fibrillation is stable. His heart rate is stable and he is no longer on metoprolol, but he is on amiodarone 200 mg daily and he is on Eliquis 5 mg twice a day for anticoagulation.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional. Negative for feeling feverish, no weight changes, headache, bowel or bladder problems. No chest pain. No dysuria. Some arthralgias, but controlled. He was reasonably stable from standpoint of pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 105/60, pulse 72, and respiratory rate 18. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. Neurologic: Cranial nerves are grossly normal. He moves all limbs. Sensation is intact. Musculoskeletal: There is full range of motion and no joint inflammation or effusion.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Erickson seemed to be feeling relatively comfortable. He is under hospice care.

2. From the standpoint of the hypertension this is stable. I will continue losartan 12.5 mg daily.

3. For atrial fibrillation, I will continue amiodarone 200 mg daily plus Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d.

4. For depression, I will continue venlafaxine 75 mcg daily and for mood and psychosis he is on Seroquel 25 mg twice a day. I will follow him along with the hospice.
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
