Mrs. Nuechterline was seen regarding stitches to be removed, but she also has dementia and osteoarthritis. 

HISTORY: Her osteoarthritis is stable and she was relatively content today. She has had episodes of agitation and anger, but this is not the case today. She has stitches in the lateral aspect just lateral to the left eye and forehead from a bump with laceration. These were removed. The coronary artery disease is stable and she is not having any chest pain or dyspnea or any acute physical complaints. She does have macular degeneration.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 118/80, pulse 72, respiratory rate 16, and O2 saturation 97%. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Cardiovascular: Unremarkable. Abdomen: Nontender. Mental Status: She is pleasant and not agitated when seen today.

Assessment/plan:
1. She had laceration and stitches removed.

2. She has dementia, which is same. I will continue the donepezil 5 mg daily and memantine 10 mg twice a day.

3. She has coronary artery disease and I will continue Plavix 75 mg daily plus carvedilol 3.125 mg b.i.d.

4. She has hypertension. I will continue lisinopril 5 mg daily and this was stable.
