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Dear Dr. Yang:

I had the pleasure to see Mr. Li today for initial evaluation for seizure disorder.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 33-year-old male, with chief complaint of seizure disorder.  Majority of the history is provided by the father.  According to the father, the patient has been having seizures for the last 22 years.  He developed viral meningitis 22 years ago.  The patient was hospitalized by Oakland Children’s Hospital.  The patient was intubated.  The patient was put on induced coma, for two to three weeks.  The patient had repetitive seizures at that time.  Since then, the patient has been on multiple seizure medications.  He is currently taking Onfi and Vimpat.  The patient has been under the care of Dr. Kenneth Laxer who is in Sutter Pacific Medical Center.  The patient has been seeing him for the last 15 years ago.  He is an epileptologist.

The patient also has some sleep problems.  He is not able to sleep long.  The patient falls asleep and then he wakes up.  He wakes up multiple times at night.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
History of viral meningitis in November 2000.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY
None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS

1. Vimpat 200 mg tablets two tablets in the morning and two and half tablets in the afternoon.
2. Onfi 20 mg three tablets at night.

ALLERGIES

No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY

The patient is single.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medical condition.
IMPRESSION

1. Seizure disorder from viral meningitis 22 years ago.  The patient contracted viral meningitis 22 years ago and the patient was hospitalized in Oakland Children’s Hospital at that time.  The patient was intubated for an induced coma for two to three weeks.  The patient had repetitive seizure at that time.  Since then, the patient has been seeing Dr. Kenneth Laxer, who is an epileptologist at Sutter Pacific Medical Center for the next 15 years.  The patient is currently well controlled on seizure medications with Vimpat and Onfi.  The patient has been seizure-free for the last six months.  The patient has not had a seizure for the last six months.
2. Sleep disturbance with insomnia symptoms.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the patient’s father of the above diagnosis.

2. Recommend the patient to continue to see the epileptologist, Dr. Kenneth Laxer, who is in Sutter Pacific Medical Center, for followup for Onfi.  The patient is taking that and that seems to be helping him with the seizure.  The patient is also taking Vimpat and that is also helping with the seizures.  The patient has not had a seizure for the last six months.

3. I recommend him to take Benadryl 25 mg once at night as needed, for insomnia symptoms.
4. Explained to the patient’s father common side effects.

5. I recommend to follow up with me on 05/30/2022.
