Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Daggett with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, type II diabetes, congestive heart failure and hypertension.  His last visit was August 3, 2021.  His weight is unchanged and he states he is feeling very well.  No edema.  He does use oxygen generally at night, but has not been using it during the day.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  He does have intermittent diarrhea without blood or melena.  He has nocturia and urinary incontinence, but no cloudiness or blood.  He has minimal edema and the staff reports that somewhat better at this time.  No chest pain, angina or palpitations.  He has dyspnea on exertion, none at rest.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from his previous visit.

Physical Examination:  The patient is alert and oriented.  Color is good.  There are no signs of distress.  Weight is 202 pounds, temperature 97.3, pulse 93, respirations 18, oxygen saturation is 92% on room air.  Blood pressure 107/65.

Labs:  He had lab studies done today but they are still pending.  I have complete labs from March 17, 2022.  His creatinine is 1.5 which is stable, estimated GFR is 45, phosphorus 3.7, calcium is 9.1, albumin 4.0, intact parathyroid hormone mildly elevated at 77.1, his hemoglobin is 13.8, normal white count and normal platelets and sodium 138, potassium 4.6, and carbon dioxide is 28.

Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels, congestive heart failure without exacerbation, type II diabetes controlled with Trulicity and Lantus insulin and hypertension is well controlled.  The patient will continue to have monthly lab studies done.  He will follow a low-salt diet and he will be rechecked by this practice in the next six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
