Dear Mrs. Walderzak:

This is a followup for Mrs. Pease with problems of fluctuating kidney function, hypertension, and diabetes.  Last visit in April 2021, underwent right-sided shoulder surgery without any complications, this was done in Midland, completed physical therapy, on purpose she is losing weight following a diet 240 down to 224.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Also has bilateral lens implant without any problems.  Presently no chest pain, palpitations, or syncope.  Denies dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  Denies claudication symptoms.  No falling episode.  No rash.  No bruises.  Review of system negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  The only blood pressure will be enalapril.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 136/68.  Alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.

Labs:  Chemistry shows normal kidney function, electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus, no anemia.  No activity in the urine for blood, protein or cells.

Assessment and Plan:  Present kidney function is normal.  There has been prior fluctuations, does have risk factor in terms of diabetes, at this moment nothing is active.  No activity in the urine, blood, protein or cells.  All chemistries are normal.  Blood pressure is normal.  At this moment I am going to go standby.  No follow up.  Call me if needed.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
