CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of pink eye.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he came visiting Saudi Arabia a few days ago and he noticed a pink eye in the left eye day before yesterday and he used over-the-counter eye drops without much relief. The patient denied any blurry vision or pain. The patient never had eye infection in the past. His vision is unremarkable.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough or fever, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals pink eye on the left side and very minimal in the right side. Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.
Eye examination reveals hyper-erythema of the left eye, otherwise unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
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
