CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of coughing, low-grade fever, right rib pain, and followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient noticed right rib pain for the past few days and prior to that she had low-grade fever without any chills. She has a history of bronchiectasis.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 5 mg once a day, atenolol 100 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient also has a history of cholesterolemia and she is on vitamin D3 50 mg every day.

The patient has a history of hypokalemia and she is on potassium supplement 20 mEq once a day or as needed.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied severe headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
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
