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Holter Report

The patient’s heart rate varies from 44 to 140 beats per minute. There were a few PVCs and two PVCs in a row. Same way, there were a few PACs and two PACs in a row. Multiple episodes of nonsustained monomorphic ventricular tachycardias were noted. The first episode at 1:40 p.m. for 4 minutes and a rate 130 beats per minute. Second 1:46 p.m. for 15 minutes at a rate at 124 beats per minute. Third episode 2:13 p.m. for 5 minutes at 124 beats per minute. None of these episodes of ventricular tachycardia were accompanied by any symptoms.

The patient also had episodes of nonsustained multifocal atrial tachycardia. There were total four episodes with five beats, and other three episodes with six beats each and the heart rate varied between 100 and 112 beats per minute. None of these episodes were accompanied by any symptoms.

Final interpretation:

1. Long episodes of nonsustained ventricular tachycardia which are monomorphic at a rate between 124 to 130 beats per minute and the short episode lasted for 4 minutes and longest episode lasted for 15 minutes. The patient asymptomatic during the ventricular tachycardia episode.

2. Multiple episodes of short nonsustained multifocal atrial tachycardia at a rate 5 and 6 beats in a row with heart rate between 100 to 112 beats per minute and the patient asymptomatic.

3. Few single PVCs and two PVCs in a row.

4. Few single PACs and two PACs in a row.

5. The patient asymptomatic throughout the Holter recording.
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
