Chief Complaint: Tyreke Devante Henderson is a well-built and well-developed 16-year-old African American male who was brought to the office by the grandmother.

History of Present Illness: The patient is with his paternal grandmother and she states ever since he has been born she has had the custody of Tyreke. There are other five siblings at home with different mothers and same father. The mother has not really been into the picture on a regular basis, so grandmother is bringing him up. I asked the grandmother what the real problem was and she states Tyreke has attention deficit disorder and she does not have money to buy medicines and somebody told her to apply for disability. Tyreke is the 10th grader who will be in 11th grade next year. He states he has passed all classes except when he was in 3rd grade, he had to repeat 3rd grade. He states he cannot focus. His attention span is not good. He has anger issues. It took a longtime for the grandmother as well as the patient to tell me that he has been in trouble with the law. He was caught on shoplifting for possible clothes from Walmart and was put on probation. He was also in legal trouble and had to be at a Juvenile Detention Center for six months for shooting the uncle in the back with the BB gun. When I asked him what medicines he is on, apparently he is not on any medicine, but when he was in the Juvenile Detention Center he was getting Vistaril, trazadone, and melatonin.

Past Medical History: There is no history of diabetes mellitus, hypertension, or asthma.

Operations: He has had no operations.

Medications: Currently, he is not taking any medication.

Personal History: He does not drive. He lives with his grandmother. His father does not have a regular job except he does some lawn mowing or yard maintenance here and there. The patient states he will be in 11th grade the next semester. The patient has to be in boot camp several times because of misbehavior at the school. I asked the grandmother as well as the patient, the patient states he does take a shower himself. He does not finish all the assignments in school. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He does not do drugs. He is single. He has no children.
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Review of Systems: He has not lost weight. His appetite is good. He denies any chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or abdominal pain.

Physical Examination:

General: Exam reveals Tyreke Devante Henderson to be a 16-year-old African American male, well built and well developed who is awake, alert and oriented, in no distress. He is not using any assistive device for ambulation.

Vital Signs:

Height 5’8”.

Weight 173 pounds.

Blood pressure 118/66.

Pulse 67 per minute.

Pulse oximetry 99%.

Temperature 96.5.

BMI 26.

Snellen’s Test: He does have glasses; he did not bring the glasses, but without glasses his vision is:
Right eye 20/20.

Left eye 20/20.

Both eyes 20/20.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurologic: Cranial nerves II through XII are intact. Overall, motor system, sensory system and reflexes are normal. Range of motion of all joints is normal. He is right-handed. Finger-nose testing is normal. Ther is no nystagmus. There is no history of seizures. The patient was quietly sitting in the exam room and followed instructions when I was talking to him and doing the physical.

Review of Records: Reviewed from notes of the teachers from school. The patient does not have hearing aid. The patient has good speech and legible speech. The school feels he is able to communicate himself, answer telephone, deliver telephone messages, repeat stories, tell jokes and riddles and ask for what he or she needs, talk with family and friends and his physical abilities are unlimited. He is able to read and understand sentences and comics and cartoons, read and understand stories and books, magazines or newspapers, spell words of more than four letters. He is able to tell time and add and subtract numbers over 10, multiply and divide numbers over 10, understand money and understand, carry out and remember simple instructions. His gait is normal.
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The Patient’s Problems:

1. History of attention deficit.

2. History of behavior problems, with anger problems and shoplifting x2 and use of BB gun and the grandmother states he loves guns.

I have instructed family not to keep guns that he would have access to. The patient has spent six months in Juvenile Detention Center for behavior problems and has been in boot camps several times for missing school assignments and not finishing work.
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
