She did not want to get her pioglitazone restarted. She states she could not afford Jardiance. I have told her maybe I will write a prescription for Farxiga. She also wanted her rosuvastatin refilled. So, basically she does not want metformin. She does not want pioglitazone, which is for insulin resistance. So, we are going give her Farxiga as that prevents any cardiac events too. I will send her prescription of rosuvastatin and Farxiga through the Long-Term Humana Pharmacy as per the patient’s request. We will see her in the office in a month. Overall, she is doing good. She has no foot problems. No chest pains. No shortness of breath. No nausea. No vomiting. No diarrhea. No abdominal pain.
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
