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TRANSITIONAL CARE VISIT

Patient Name: David Dworaczyk

History: Mr. Dworaczyk is a 67-year-old white male who was admitted to the hospital from the office because the patient came in with history of chest pain radiating to left arm that lasted for about an hour or more. The patient did not want to go to the ER even though I had told him to go to the ER because he is an insulin-dependent diabetic and is having chest pain and heart problems are more common in the diabetic patients. So, I told him to go to the ER, but he did not. He ended up coming to the office and he appeared nervous and shaky and his color appeared pale. Vitals are as in the chart. With one hour history of crushing chest pain radiating to left arm, it is unstable angina unless proved otherwise and I did do EKG, it did not show any acute changes. This patient has had two episodes of deep vein thrombosis and is on chronic anticoagulation on Xarelto. I called the ER myself, talked to the ER nurse and told about the patient coming in with chest pains and will need to do serial troponins and EKGs and then decide maybe have a cardiologist see and I had given all that information. They contacted the cardiologist who after serial troponins being negative advised him a stress test, possibly a chemical stress test, which apparently was done on the day of discharge and I do not have the results, but they told the patient that the cardiac stress test looks good. No medication changes done. The patient’s A1c while in the hospital came as 6.6. So, the patient to continue the same medicines and I will see him in the office in a month or earlier if need be.
