History: Ms. Adams states she had an appointment with Dr. Kory Gill yesterday and when she went there, they stated Dr. Gill no longer works there and so she ended up seeing Dr. Garcia. The patient was complaining to Dr. Garcia about left leg pain especially if she walks around a little bit. The pain is just above the ankle. There is no back pain that is radiating to the left leg. She denies any chest pains or shortness of breath. It does not look like a DVT pain or even a superficial phlebitis pain. She states she works with little kids and some kids have jumped on her legs, which could be causing the pain too. Apparently, Dr. Garcia did some x-rays of her leg and there was nothing wrong in the bone. She has had a bone density done in the past. He did not make any further suggestions, advised her to see neurologist and the patient did not want to see the neurologist. Since there was no evidence of DVT or superficial phlebitis, it seems like more of a musculoskeletal pain because kids jumping on her thighs and legs and sitting in a crossed leg position with the kids can cause some musculoskeletal pain. So, I have advised her rest and I am going to see her in the office for followup in a month.
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
