The patient has been diagnosed with uveitis of the right eye since 2019 and referred for infectious disease evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Positive for hypertension, hyperlipidemia, diabetes, migraine, and osteoarthritis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Childbirth only.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

GYN HISTORY: Postmenopausal.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke, drink or use drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for hypertension and diabetes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Positive for decreased visual acuity in the right eye.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: A well-nourished, well-developed female.

VITAL SIGNS: BP 130/70. Pulse 76. Respiratory rate 18. Height 5’7”. Weight 244 pounds.
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HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are unequal. Right pupil dilated. Extraocular motions intact. Ears normal. Nose normal. Throat normal.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

IMPRESSION: Uveitis right eye with history of glaucoma, cataracts, and baseline retinopathy in a 60-year-old diabetic female with decreased visual acuity in the right eye. Possibility of herpes simplex has been raised and the patient will be started on p.o. Valtrex 1 g p.o. b.i.d. Screenings for herpes, toxoplasmosis, CMV, and TB will be sent.
We will follow with you and add further recommendations as needed.
