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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is an 82-year-old white male that is followed in the office because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension, diabetes mellitus and the aging process. In the laboratory workup that was done on 03/31/2022, the serum creatinine is 1.9, the BUN is 23 and the blood sugar is 105. There is a slight elevation of the liver function tests. The patient does not have significant amount of protein less than 300 mg/g of creatinine.

2. Diabetes mellitus that is under fair control. The hemoglobin A1c is 7.3.

3. Anemia. The patient is still taking iron. We know that he has a history of gastric ulcer that was found by Dr. Ekici. Apparently, there is a followup appointment that is on 05/16/2022 and the patient was made aware of that appointment.

4. The patient has a history of hyperkalemia that at the present time is under control. His serum potassium is 5 mEq/L. Continue with the same diet. We will reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
