I had the pleasure to see Edmuna today for initial evaluation for memory loss.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 76-year-old male, with chief complaint of memory loss.  The patient tells me that he has been having memory loss.  The patient has been misplaced things very easily.  The patient will forget people’s names.  The patient has naming difficulties.  The patient has word finding difficulties.   The patient often times forgets what he ate.  The patient can have difficulty remember movies he watched.  Denies any agitation.  Denies any confusion.  Denies any aggressiveness.  He just confused at times.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

The patient did not list any past medical history.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS
1. Aspirin 81 mg a day.
2. Atorvastatin.

3. Potassium chloride.

4. Furosemide.

ALLERGIES
The patient did not list any allergies to any medications.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.
NEUROLOGICAL EXAMINATION
MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION:  The patient knows today is April 10, 2022.  The patient’s five-minute short-term recall is 1/3.  Serial 7s is 3/5.  The patient knows the President of the United States is Biden.  The patient does not know the previous holiday.  The patient does not know the next holiday.  The patient is able to produce nine words starting with the letter M in 60 seconds time.  The patient does not have aphasia.

IMPRESSION
Alzheimer’s disease, mild.  I suspect the patient has Alzheimer’s disease, given the patient’s significant short-term memory deficits.  His five-minute short-term recall is 1/3.  Serial 7s is 3/5.  However, the patient remains oriented to the time, date and situation.  The patient knows his city and state.  The patient knows the date.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. We will give the patient Namenda 10 mg a day.  Explained the patient the Namenda is for memory loss.
3. We will also schedule the patient for an EEG study to evaluate for background slowing.
