Dear Dr. Strom:
We sent Mrs. Harrington for renal biopsy interventional radiologist at Midland.  This was accomplished yesterday Monday.  The patient has no bleeding or major discomfort.  No gross hematuria.  University of Michigan pathology called me this morning findings of acute interstitial nephritis, presence of eosinophils plasma cell in the interstitial.  No glomerular or vasculitis, a background of some atherosclerosis and glomerulosclerosis.  We did a biopsy because of the recent findings of severe renal abnormalities and the presence of blood protein in the urine.  It is my understanding urine culture is negative.  Yesterday, it was her last dose of antibiotics, completed seven days.  I corrected the dose to once a day for advance renal failure.  Serology has been negative for antinuclear antibodies and competent levels.  Negative hepatitis B and C.  Negative anti-GBN.  No monoclonal protein.  Negative ANCA.  Few others are pending.  We started her on prednisone on 04/14/2022 60 mg.  We will continue this for at least two or three weeks.  We will monitor new chemistries on the next few days and in a weekly basis.  Side effects of prednisone discussed with the patient including exacerbation of hypertension, gastrointestinal bleeding or irritation, weight gaining, insomnia, changes in behavior, and glucose abnormalities.  I am asking Margaret to discontinue any type of vitamins including vitamin C.  She will continue same dose of cholesterol treatment.  We will monitor weights and blood pressures at home.  Plan to see her back in the next two weeks.  I will keep you posted.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
