PATIENT NAME: Quiroz, Connie

DATE OF SERVICE: 04/18/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient called us that her blood sugars were running 250 to 300 at home. We advised her to come to the office with all her medicines. We found out that she was not taking glipizide and metformin, which was ordered. She was only taking Januvia. The patient says Januvia cost about $300 per month.

PLAN: The patient is advised to discontinue Januvia as she cannot afford it. She will restart glipizide ER at a dose of glipizide ER 10 mg, one tablet daily, do not take if blood sugar below 90 before breakfast. She will also take metformin ER 500 mg two tablets daily with evening meal higher doses of metformin ER causes diarrhea therefore she will take only two tablets. If her blood sugars are not controlled with glipizide and metformin ER we will order long acting insulin once a day. The patient has runny nose, cough, and sinus congestion and we will order Augmentin 875 mg twice a day with food for 10 days. She will be seen again as per previous appointment.
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
