SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of loss of appetite for last three months.

PLAN: The patient will decrease Cymbalta to Cymbalta 60 mg daily as it can cause loss of appetite. The patient will also decrease metformin ER to metformin ER 500 mg, two tablets daily in place of metformin 1000 mg twice a day as metformin can also cause loss of appetite. The patient is going to come for blood test tomorrow. She will be seen again in two months. The patient was restarted on metoprolol and omeprazole.
