History: Mr. Williams is an elderly African American male who has severe Parkinson’s who uses walker for ambulation, but mentally he is very alert and he uses lorazepam for anxiety and sleep. I had given him a prescription a month ago on 03/22/2022. The patient’s wife misplaced the prescription and did not get it filled. They just used off and on whatever was left and he came back today. I would like to check him every so often because of multiple medications and we had ordered the labs. The labs were discussed with the patient. The patient does not even have diabetes. His A1c was 5.2. His gait is still typical of parkinsonian. I discussed at length the deep brain stimulation treatment and the side effects, but improvement in gait. The patient states he has looked into all that and he does not want it. He is happy with the situation at the current time. A Texas PMP check revealed he filled the prescription only in January and has not filled it again. I will see the patient in the office again in a couple of months. He was given a prescription of lorazepam 1 mg #30 tablets after which we checked PMP. I do not suspect any abuse. I will see him in the office in a couple of months.
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
