History: Ms. Hicks is a 33-year-old pleasant white female who owns a hailstorm damage repair company and she is here as a new patient. She states on 02/14/2022 she went to St. Joseph emergency room first with two ulcers in the vagina and they diagnosed as having herpes simplex genitalis. She stated she called it type I. She states she does engage in oral sex. She states she got medicine for five days; she does not remember the name. A month later, she exactly got the same problem. She went again and was given medicine for another five days. She is coming here to be sure there is nothing else going on and how to prevent this from happening again. The patient states she has irregular periods. She gets period every six to seven months. Some doctor has already told her once that she may not be able to conceive. She states her mother had many miscarriages after which she had four daughters and she is one of them. Leslie has finished high school and college and she has a bachelor’s degree in Arts and now she is doing this business. She is not married. She has no children. She does not know if they checked for other STDs or not. I told her that she is going to need some birth control. She is going to need a GYN exam in view of her situation and I want to be sure all the STD testing is done and that she is referred to the Women’s Center in College Station. I also discussed about maintenance therapy so that she does not get this herpes genitalis again and started her on Valtrex 400 mg twice a day for at least three months; a prescription was given. I also gave her lab slip to check for CBC, CMP, lipids, and TSH. The patient understands plan of treatment. She will see the GYN. She took the prescription and I will see her in the office in a month or so.
