Mrs. Beebe is a 67-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She was diagnosed with hypothyroidism about 20 years ago. The patient reports symptoms of dry skin and thinning hair. She reports some changes in her weight. Denies any mood swings. Denies any palpitations or tremors. Denies any fatigue. Reports occasional difficulty swallowing, but denies any compressive symptoms at the thyroid. The patient had neck surgery done at one point. The patient also has a long history of intolerance to Synthroid therapy as well as levothyroxine therapy in the generic form. She is also allergic to pork and therefore, she cannot take the Armour Thyroid.

Plan:
1. For her hypothyroidism, the patient has been tried on generic levothyroxine and she is unable to tolerate this. She is also unable to tolerate Synthroid therapy due to UTIs. Levothyroxine caused her hair to fall out and the patient was unable to take Armour Thyroid due to an allergy to pork. Therefore, we will place the patient on low dose Tirosint 25 mcg once daily and recheck a thyroid functional panel in 6 to 8 weeks.

2. I will also check her for autoimmune thyroid disease including a TPO antibody level as well as a thyroglobulin antibody level.
