Richard was seen again for followup today. He said he has completed three months of Eliquis and has stopped it. He also noticed some swelling of his leg and that is why he was here.

He did not offer any other symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Acute pulmonary embolism in January and since then he has been on anticoagulation.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Weight 229 pounds, height 6’2”, and blood pressure 147/89.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Recent acute pulmonary embolism.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I advised the patient to continue Eliquis for total of six months. I wrote him a prescription as well as gave some samples and also advised him to wear compression socks while on his feet that will also help prevent swelling and the blood clots.
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Once, he completes his anticoagulation therapy, we will do hypercoagulation status profile and see if he has any underlying defect.
