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1. KM, 52-year-old woman comes in complaining of right arm and right shoulder pain. CT and x-rays showed evidence of tendinitis. The patient was treated with antiinflammatories, sent home and was happy with the care. Doing somewhat better. Having an appointment to see an orthopedist because she was told that she may need a shot in her shoulder by Dr. Abbasi. Liked Dr. Abbasi very much.

2. JB, 22-year-old with right hand pain, diagnosed with contusion of the right hand. This 22-year-old young woman had a contusion of the right hand after something fell on her hand at home. X-rays were negative. Diagnosed with contusion. Treated with antiinflammatories and sent home. She liked the care she received both from the ER and the ER staff and the physician.

3. BP, 40-year-old male complaining of right foot pain. Both CT and x-rays of the foot were negative. Diagnosed with contusion and sprain after he had fallen at work, was treated with a splint and given Motrin 600 mg. The patient liked the physician very much and ER staff and how he was treated.

4. JW, 65-year-old male with COVID exposure. No symptoms. Negative test and no treatment. Did not answer the phone when called.

5. DS, 10-year-old child with first-degree/possible second-degree burn to the face. No treatments were offered. Child was sent home. In the future, please consider prednisone especially in a 10-year-old with severe sunburn to help with symptoms and discomfort. Please consider prednisone taper.
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
