1. JR, 9-year-old child with fever and headache. Diagnosed with flu A. Treated with Tamiflu. Doing well. No issues or problems. Family was happy with the care.

Diabetes was ruled out and high white count was ruled out. No sign of sepsis was noted by Dr. Abbasi. Left message for the patient to call me back.

3. IM, this is a 32-year-old female with severe congestion and fever. Treated with Tamiflu after she was diagnosed with flu, influenza A and was sent home. Doing well at this time. Responded well to treatment and no issues or problems were reported by the patient.

4. RE is a 28-year-old young woman with abdominal pain. The patient had a full workup including UPT, urinalysis, CBC, CMP, CT of the abdomen, and urine tox screen, all were negative. Diagnosed with constipation and gastritis and was transferred to Deerbrook for further care and admission.
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
