KIRKLAND, MICHAEL
This is a 61-year-old patient who is being recertified for hospice today with end-stage COPD, cor pulmonale related to the COPD, pulmonary hypertension related to his COPD, recurrent pneumonia, decreased appetite, chronic cough, shortness of breath, O2 dependency at this time as well as using a nebulizer around-the-clock. He is requiring assistance with most ADLs, has had a few injuries related to fall and remains at a high risk of fall. The patient currently has a KPS score of 40%. The patient is now weaker than previously, eating very little, has decreased appetite, and suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient is expected to live less than six months and is hospice appropriate because of his end-stage COPD. The patient will be cared for at home for the remaining of his days. Overall, prognosis remains quite poor, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
