HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of sick sinus syndrome and atrial fibrillation status post ablation. The patient is seen recently at St. Agnes Medical Center with shortness of breath and palpitation. The patient’s pacemaker interrogation showed the patient is in atrial flutter.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Atrial fibrillation flutter.

2. Sick sinus syndrome status post pacemaker implantation.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient has atrial fibrillation and flutter. I will schedule the patient for ablation for atrial fibrillation and flutter. I will also start the patient on Eliquis.
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
